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Chief Master Sergeant Gary G. Coleman is the Command Chief Master Sergeant, United States Air Forces in Europe, (USAFE) with headquarters at Ramstein Air Base, Germany. As the command chief, he is the liaison between the commander and enlisted personnel. He advises the USAFE commander on problems, concerns, attitudes, morale, welfare, and effective utilization of the enlisted force. Chief Coleman promotes quality of life programs to improve living quarters, dining and recreational facilities. He also counsels airmen and noncommissioned officers on a variety of matters and evaluates the quality of noncommissioned officer leadership, mentorship, management and supervisory training. He chairs selection boards for enlisted awards programs, evaluates decorations, and provides recommendations for promotions. Eaker Center for Professional Development, Maxwell Air Force Base, Ala. In 1990 the chief developed the Airman Leadership School concept, its evaluation system, and personally authored its leadership and followership curriculum outline. In January 1992 he developed the first standardized NCO Academy curriculum outline, which was taught at every NCO Academy. During this assignment he helped lay the groundwork for the establishment of the College of Enlisted Professional Military Education. In September 1992, the Chief became a first sergeant and served in that capacity for three consecutive assignments. In August 1998 Chief Coleman was selected as vice-president, student relations, Community College of the Air Force at Maxwell Air Force Base, Ala. where he served as the college’s primary external representative and principal advisor to the commander.  Prior to assuming his current position he served as Command Chief Master Sergeant, Twelfth Air Force, Davis-Monthan AFB, Ariz.
